WHEREAS, the City of Newark has established a Sister Cities Program to facilitate such
cultural and economic exchanges; and

WHEREAS, the City of Newark has a culturally diverse population, which includes a large
community of Mexican immigrants, especially from the Huaquechula Municipality; and

WHEREAS, the City of Newark feels that it is befitting to establish a meaningful relationship
with other Mexican cities because of the large influx of natives, which have emigrated from their
Mexican homeland into the Newark Metropolitan Region bringing with them an extremely rich cultural

heritage and economic opportunities.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NEWARK, NEW JERSEY, THAT:
